Mystery Quilt Supply List

This will be a quilt design that is easier to piece than it looks.  I will give you some neat piecing tips along the way.

The quilt is suitable to either two colors plus a background, or you may use your scraps that have been sorted into two color families.  My design software prototype  is done in red and blue on an ivory background.  It would be great in brown/green, or turquoise/coral.  Please select fabrics that have textures, tone on tone, or very small prints as large print fabric will be distracting.  If you want to use a selection of charms or scraps in novelty prints, use those for one of your fabrics, but make the other one a fabric that 'reads' solid.  Remember that the background can also be scrappy – use up all those WOW or COW or COC leftovers.

We will concentrate on making only 9 blocks in class which will give you the 38 x 38” sized quilt.  If you think you would like to reserve fabric to make a larger quilt, I've listed the yardage below.  Only the first column is required for the retreat:
